Doc Beers Garden

Flagpole Garden

Heroes’ Garden

The Local Heroes' Garden was dedicated in late June. At that
time the new trees and shrubs had been planted as well as
donated flowering plants. The plantings from the original
plot were freshened up and replanted in the beds. Since the
dedication, the wishing well fountain has been repaired and
painted and the plaque refinished. A wooden bench was
donated by Leyland Alliance, the builder of Warwick Grove.
Irrigation has been run to the garden to facilitate watering
and mulch was provided by the Mayor.

We are pleased with the performance of the dahlias
and are considering using them again next year. The
only problem with them is that they need staking.
The outside planters include lantana, calibrachoa and
coleus edged with creeping jenny with pleasing results.
We are working on the design and installation of shrubs
and perennials in the new stewartia border. We added
36 groundcovers of sedum, campanula and plumbago.
We planted a few daylilies that were donated by
Carolyn Young. We intend to install a few larger shrubs
and perennials in the fall.
